Chair, Julya Westfall, called the meeting to order at 9:48 A.M.

Director’s Report

Kristina Webb did not have items to discuss for the director’s report at this meeting.

Approval of Minutes
Minutes of the January 15, 2004 meeting were presented for the Board’s review.  A motion was made by Teresa Conley-Buckner to approve the minutes as amended.  Motion, seconded by Kelly Nash, carried.
Approval of Financial Statement

The Board reviewed the financial statement for July 1, 2003 through January 31, 2004.  After review, Laura Strickland made the motion to accept the financial statements as presented.  Motion, seconded by Kelly Nash, carried.
Licensure Status Report
A licensure status report for the month of January 2004 was provided for member information.  The report showed that there are currently 1499 licensed OTs and 380 OTAs along with 160 OTs and 9 OTAs certified to practice in Deep Physical Agent Modalities.  The Board requested Ms. Robinson to drop the “R” from the OT title and the “C” from the OTA title when she runs the licensure status reports. 

New Business

The Board did not review goals for 2003 because there were none to review.

The Board made a list of goals for 2004.  The items discussed were: rollouts for renewals; completion of low vision regulations; provide education to the public regarding the new regulations; and to revise the remaining regulations, such as supervision.  A motion was make by Laura Strickland to have Julya Westfall draft a report of the goals for 2004 and to have Teresa Conley-Buckner work on topics for the newsletter to present to the Board at the April Board meeting.  Motion, seconded by Kelly Nash, carried.

The Board reviewed a model of continuing competence guidelines and ACOTE Accreditation Standards from the American Occupational Therapy Association, Inc. (AOTA).  This was submitted to the Board for information only.  No action was taken.

Laura Strickland made a motion requesting Karen Robinson to draft a letter to unsupervised OTA, Susan Magnafichi thanking her for communicating her supervision status and that the Board will look forward to her resolution to her supervision coverage within 30 days.  Motion, seconded by Teresa Conley-Buckner, carried.

The Board requested Karen Robinson to respond to NBCOT’s survey regarding the authorization to test letter and that the Board agrees to accept these letters.

A motion was made by Laura Strickland that Julya Westfall respond to licensed OT, Tonya Sutton, in response to questions concerning OT Direct Access and to respond that a physician’s approval is needed.  Motion, seconded by Kelly Nash, carried.

A motion was made by Laura Strickland that Julya Westfall respond to licensed OT, Rhonda Edwards, regarding continuing competence and supervision requirements quoting sections from 201 KAR 28:200 and 201 KAR 28:140.  Motion, seconded by Teresa Conley-Buckner, carried.

The Board requested Karen Robinson to respond to licensed OT, Heide Arthur concerning the use of anodyne therapy as an intervention and to quote KRS 319A.010 (8).

The Board requested Karen Robinson to respond to Keith Khoo, Enduracare regarding the continuing education requirements and to refer him to 201 KAR 28:200 Sections 3 and 4 of the Laws and Regulations.

Licensed OT, Renee Swicegood sent correspondence to the Board requesting a waiver of continuing competence for this year.  The Board requested Karen Robinson to respond to Ms. Swicegood advising her that there are 14 different qualifying activities to earn CCUs and that a waiver will not be necessary.

Rita Cole, a licensed speech-language pathologist in Kentucky, requested information from the Board regarding OT CCU requirements.   The Board requested Karen Robinson to refer to 201 KAR 28:200 of the regulations.

The Board received correspondence from licensed OT, Rhonda Avery requesting supervision coverage for temporary permit holders.  The Board requested Karen Robinson to respond to Ms. Avery quoting 201 KAR 28:130, Section 6 (2) of the Laws and Regulations.

The Board received correspondence from licensed OT, John Fields requesting information from the Board regarding CCU requirements for 2004 and 2005 and direct referral OT services that are acceptable in Kentucky.  The Board requested Karen Robinson to Mr. Fields regarding the requirements for CCUs and to refer him to Medicare compliance regulations regarding his home health issues.

Rebecca Porter, licensed OT requested a waiver of continuing competence due to health problems.  The Board requested Karen Robinson to advise Ms. Porter to submit documentation from her employer in order to be considered for a waiver and also to suggest to Ms. Porter that there are 14 different qualifying activities that can utilized to meet the CCU requirements.

The Board received correspondence from licensed OT, Tammy Markert regarding the practice of vision therapy by occupational therapists.  The Board asked Karen Robinson to refer Ms. Markert to the Kentucky Revised Statute 319A.090 which defines occupational therapy practices in the area of low-vision treatments.

Old Business 

The Board reviewed again correspondence from licensed OT, Emily Rone regarding the matter of discharging children from occupational therapists.  The Board requested Karen Robinson to respond to Ms. Rone citing 201 KAR 28:140 Section 1 (16) and Section 2 (15) and to also suggest having further discussion with her employer.

The regulation changes on deep physical agent modalities have been completed as of February 16, 2004 and they will be available on the web by March 7, 2004.

James Grawe and Laura Strickland will review further the low vision regulations and will update the Board on new developments at the next Board meeting in March.

A public hearing for the supervision regulation has been scheduled for April 21, 2004 at 1:00pm at the Division of Occupations and Professions.
