Acting Board Chair, Kelly Nash, called the meeting to order at 9:43 A.M.

The Oath of Office was administered to new Board member, Dale E. Lynn, by Lisa Shelley, Notary Public.
Approval of Minutes

Minutes of the August 12, 2004 meeting were presented for the Board’s review.  A motion was made by Laura Strickland to approve the minutes as amended.  Motion, seconded by Dale Lynn, carried.

Approval of Financial Statement

The Board reviewed the financial statement for July 1, 2004 through August 31, 2004.  After review, Laura Strickland made the motion to accept the financial statements as presented.  Motion, seconded by Dale Lynn, carried.

Licensure Status Report

A licensure status report for the month of August 31, 2004 was provided for member information.  The report showed that there are currently 1421 licensed OTs and 350 OTAs along with 205 OTs and 10 OTAs certified to practice in Deep Physical Agent Modalities. 

Laura Strickland made a motion for the Board to agree to Connie Herold’s Agreement and for the reinstatement of Ms. Herold’s occupational therapy license.  Motion, seconded by Dale Lynn, carried.

New Business

The Board reviewed a letter from Susan Magnafichi, OTA/L regarding the confirmation of supervision coverage.  Laura Strickland made a motion for Karen Robinson to draft a letter to Ms. Magnafichi thanking her for notification of supervision coverage.  Motion, seconded by Dale Lynn, carried.

The Board requested Karen Robinson to send a letter to Kathy Clark, Terminated OT/L regarding the ability to work until a license is reinstated informing Ms. Clark that she document what she has done since her license lapsed and to make application to the Board for their review.  

A motion was made by Laura Strickland for Karen Robinson to respond to Heather Thomas, OT/L regarding supervision of occupational therapy assistants.  The Board agreed that a temporary permit holder cannot provide supervision and that an OT tech/aide cannot supervise.  Motion, seconded by Dale Lynn, carried.

Laura Strickland made a motion requesting Karen Robinson to respond to Rhonda T. Edwards, OT/L regarding supervision of occupational therapy assistants thanking Ms. Edwards for her communication to the Board and to confirm to her that Ms. Edwards practicing within the parameters of the law.  Motion, seconded by Dale Lynn, carried.

A motion was made by Laura Strickland requesting Karen Robinson to respond to Mike Muscarella, Western Baptist Hospital regarding recent OT graduates earning DPAM certification stating that new graduates need to follow the procedures for DPAM certification and that new graduates can use specific hours of instruction to meet these requirements of DPAM certification.  Motion, seconded by Dale Lynn, carried.

Laura Strickland made a motion requesting Karen Robinson to respond to Michele Stariwat, OTA/L regarding the practice of occupational therapy student supervision and inform Ms. Stariwat that she address this issue of reimbursement with the administration of her facility.  Motion, seconded by Dale Lynn, carried.

The Board received correspondence from Laura Goodan-Graham, OTR/L regarding medicaid coverage for OT dysphagia.  A motion was made by Laura Strickland requesting Karen Robinson to respond to Ms. Goodan-Graham informing her that this is beyond the Board’s jurisdiction and that she contact Camille Skubik-Peplaski with the Kentucky Occupational Therapy Association for more information regarding this matter.  Motion, seconded by Dale Lynn, carried. 

The Board reviewed correspondence from the National Board for Certification in Occupational Therapy, Inc. (NBCOT) regarding a vacancy announcement on their State Regulatory Advisory Committee.  This was submitted to the Board for information only.  No action was taken.

The Board reviewed correspondence from the American Occupational Therapy Association, Inc. (AOTA) regarding revised Enforcement Procedures for the AOTA Occupational Therapy Code of Ethics, which was adopted by AOTA’s Representative Assembly in May, 2004.  This was submitted to the Board for information only.  No action was taken.

Old Business 

Jim Grawe submitted a draft to the Board of the Low Vision regulation.  The Board agreed that Mr. Grawe send Karen Thomas-Lentz a copy of this draft.

Jim Grawe stated that he and Karen Thomas-Lentz will respond to Ms. Connie Calvert, Kentucky Board of Optometric Examiners regarding the most recent updates to the Low Vision regulation. 

Pending Complaints

Laura Strickland made a motion to go into Executive Session to discuss complaints.  Motion, seconded by Dale Lynn, carried.

Laura Strickland made a motion to come out of Executive Session.  Motion, seconded by Dale Lynn, carried.

The following actions were taken on the complaints discussed in the Executive Session:

OT-2003-01  - A formal complaint is pending.

OT-2004-01 - The investigation is pending.  Laura Strickland will be the Case Manager for this complaint.

DPAM APPLICATION REVIEW

The Board requested Karen Robinson to respond to Lana Roe, Accelerated Care Plus regarding her concerns as to why the Board partially approved several of ACP’s DPAM courses.  The Board partially approved these courses because the first hour did not meet the DPAM requirement as stated in 201 KAR 28:178 Section 3.

A motion was made by Laura Strickland to approve the following deep physical agent modality applications as discussed.  Motion, seconded by Dale Lynn, carried.

Laura B. Wyler, OT/L  was denied approval for a DPAM specialty certification because there were only four supervised treatment sessions completed and five sessions are required.  Once the fifth treatment session is completed, the Board will again review Ms. Wyler’s DPAM certification application.

DPAM Specialty Certification Supervisor – Dee Jay Hall, Martin P. Kreft and Leigh Ann Taylor.

Dennis J. Pierceall was denied certification as DPAM Specialty Supervisor because he does not meet the requirement for certification as he is a licensed Physical Therapy Assistant and not a Physical Therapist.

DPAM Course, Workshop, or Seminar Provider

Application from Natalie Tinsley, Rehab Management and Gateway Rehabilitation was denied approval for 18 hours of continuing education credit for the course “DPAMs for the OT and OTA Part II ” scheduled to be held September 18-19, 2004 because a list of course objectives and teaching methods were not submitted with the approval form.
